CH:

a. Auflösung der 250cc.-Regel beim Classic-Motocross der Nationen, Kat. 35+ und 50+
Begründung: Es hat immer weniger Fahrer mit 250cc.-Maschinen und es ist schwierig, Fahrer zu finden, welche bereit sind, so mitzufahren.
*
Stop the 250-rule in CMCdN, cat. 35+ and 50+. Reason: There are more and more
     less drivers with 250 bikes and it is difficult to find riders to compete. 

b. Anstelle der 250cc.-Regel beim Classic-Motocross der Nationen, Kat 35+ und 50+, mindestens 1x Viertakt-Motorrad. 
Begründung: Die 4-Takter müsser weiter gefördert werden. (Dazu meine Persönliche Bemerkung: Wenn jemand argumentiert, 4-Takter sind zu teuer, dann schaut Euch bitte mal im Fahrerlager die Wohnmobile an.)

In stead of the 250cc rule in CMCdN, in cat. 35+ and 50+ at least one 4-stroke. 
     Reason: 4-strokes have to be promoted. (personal remark: When someone says 4-strokes 
     are to expensive, please look at the Campers in the paddock)

c. Änderung von pre-72 auf pre-74 in der Kat. 35+
Begründung: Am wenigsten Teilnehmer in der Kat. 35+, das könnte mit pre-74 Motorrädern verbessert werden.

Changing the pre-72 rule in pre-74  in the 35+ category. Reason: Not many participators in
      cat. 35+, that could increase with pre-74 bikes.

d. Jeweils die selben Motorräder in 35+ / 50+ und 60+ / 66+
zum Beispiel: pre-72 für 35+ / 50+ und pre-70 für 60+ / 66+
oder pre-74 für 35+ / 50+ und pre-70 für 60+ / 66+
Begründung: Weniger Motorrad-Wechsel würden die Fahrerfelder verbessern und etwas die Kosten senken.

Continue the same bikes in 35+ and 50+ class and also the same bikes in 60+ and 66+ class.
      For instance: pre-72 for the 35+ and 50+ group and pre-70 for the 60+ and 66+ group, or Pre-74
      for 35+/50+ and Pre-70 for 60+ and 66+ group. 
     Reason: Less changing with bikes will improve the number of riders and will bring down the costs.

AT:
a. Our intention for the rules for the next years is, to participate with motorcycles till the year of construction to pre 1975.


b. We think it would be better to organize 4 or 5 races with 1 or 2 spreadable results of the whole race because of the far dimensions of travelling. For example you make one race in center of Europe (Germany), two in the north-west area of Europe and two races in the south-east of Europe.

GB:

a. Further to Telephone conversation I would like to propose that for future events, if the Track has to be watered or there has been rain and the track is wet, that the 35+ age group practise and race first, followed by the 66+ age group then the 60+ age group and lastly the 50+ age group. 
I think that this would be a much fairer way forward and hope that this way can be implemented for 2014 and beyond.

NL:

a. On behalf of the Dutch riders I request an amendment to Article 4.4 of the Rules of CEC and 4.3 of the Rules CMCdN, concerning the starting order during ECMO contests.
Proposal is to be started as well as the weather is dry or wet, the youngest riders (35 +)
If the dusty track is sprayed, the effect is that the track in many places is very slippery. This brings much risk for older drivers. In bad weather, the track is at full speed clean driven by younger riders.
The most experienced riders can best drive at the last turn. Our proposal for the order is therefore:
